WINSOR NEWTON OIL COLORS-Chrome Yellow Hue, Cadmium Orange, Permanent
Rose, Indian Red, Sap Green, Permanent Green Light, Winsor Green, Permanent Green
Deep, Raw Umber, Mars Violet Deep, Purple Madder (or if you can find Purple Madder
Alizarin that would be great), Cobalt Blue, Winsor Blue (Green Shade), Indigo, Mauve
Blue Shade, Blue Black

OLD HOLLAND OIL- Violet Grey, Bright Violet is optional

DALER-ROWNEY, Georgian Oil — Yellow-Green

GRUMBACHER OIL- Cadmium Yellow Deep

WINTON- Cadmium Red Deep Hue, Naples Yellow Hue

WEBER- PERMELBA White *

PALETTE KNITE;

Painting (Palette) Knife: VERY IMPORTANT, maybe even more important than good
brushes! Used for mixing, not painting but the handle needs to be angled so you don’t get
your arm or hand on the paint. |1 use RGM #5 Plus Palette Knife. Also the Loew Cornell
steel palette knife three inch trowel #03107-1003 looks the same.

BRUSHES;

Two of #2 and two of #0 Silver Bristlon 1903 filbert brushes (Cheap Joe’s has them)
OTHER STUFF;

B&B Masters Brush Cleaner in a small tub, pencils, masking tape, 9x12 inch paper
palette pad or Reynolds Freezer Paper to use as a palette on foam core board 9x12 ,
masking tape, few sheets of tracing paper, 6 zip lock bags about 4x6 inches for
organizing paint tubes, 1 sheet of carbon paper, 1 Sharpie fine point permanent marker,
eight to ten %4 or %2 inch thick masonite or plywood cut to 3 x 4” which should be
gessoed.

You might want to save small strawberry or tomato plastic containers- they make good
portfolios to bring home wet paintings!
