I am delighted that you are taking this exciting new class, and I’m looking forward to meeting you!  Here’s a list of suggested materials.   

PAINT 

Bring whatever paint you are comfortable with, full range of colors  

Can be water-based oils, acrylics or traditional oils.  (odorless solvent please)

A palette, jar for water/ thinner, painting medium, etc.

BRUSHES

Bring a range of brush sizes - recommend mostly flats. 

Medium size, some large-ish.  
CANVAS

I expect we will be completing about 4 canvases.  Your choice of sizes.  

But not too small - minimum of 9 x 12 or larger.    

Square canvas is an option too.  
One canvas should be a different shape - long and narrow - around 10 x 20
IMPORTANT:  I am placing a bulk order for 10 x 20 canvas.  If you’d like one, they

                       will be $5, payable in class.

SKETCHPAD or DRAWING PAPER

Nothing fancy, just 9 x 12 or larger.  If you have an old one, that’s fine.

Drawing paper is OK too. 9 x 12 or even better: 12 x 18

ODDS and ENDS

An apron – we may get messy 

A kitchen sponge - smallish

A ball point pen and a thin sharpie marker.
